V I N E Y A R D :  
The fruit for the Single Vineyard Cinsault comes from a vineyard located in the western 
part of Itata Valley, 13 miles from the Pacific Ocean and 310 miles south of Santiago. This 
valley has a long winemaking tradition that dates back to colonial times and a wealth of 
small, sustainably farmed old vines. Poor granite soils and the moderating influence of the 
nearby Humboldt Current allows grapes here to ripen slowly with good concentration of 
flavor. Chilcas Cinsault comes from ten-year-old un-grafted, head pruned vines that are dry 
farmed.

W I N E M A K I N G :
The grapes were hand-picked during the second week of April and hand-sorted at the 
winery. The bunches were then gently de-stemmed and transferred to temperature 
controlled stainless steel tanks for fermentation. Minimal handling was used during 
fermentation with aeration and pump-overs only taking place to keep the yeast active.

T A S T I N G  N O T E S :  
The Single Vineyard Cinsault shows a purplish red ruby color. On the nose it has intense 
floral aromas as well as red fruits such as cherries and ripe strawberries. The palate shows 
juicy and fresh primary fruit flavors, a good structure and soft, well rounded tannins. It 
will pair well with light, savory dishes and is at its best lightly chilled.
