BACKGROUND:

Joseph Rowe Osborn, a South Australian racehorse owner of the early 1900s, happened
upon a chestnut colt named “Footbolt” who delivered a winning streak of six races early
in his career. From the winnings, Joseph was able to purchase the first of the d’Arenberg
vineyards, and establish what are now the oldest vineyards in McLaren Vale.

WINEMAKING :

Small batches of grapes are crushed gently and then transferred to five ton
headed down open fermenters. These batches remain separate until final
blending. Foot treading is undertaken two thirds of the way through fermentation. The
wine is then basket pressed and then transferred to a mixture of new and used French
and American oak barriques to complete fermentation. The barrel ferments are aged on
lees, and there is no racking until final blending. This wine is unfiltered and unfined.

TASTING NOTES:
Generous and rich in texture with flavors of boysenberry pie, freshly picked mulberries,

blackberries and that unmistakable smell of black licorice. The tannins are craftily woven into

the juicy fruit providing a pleasant chewiness and a structural backbone to the mouthfeel.
There's a real sense of cohesion, everything in its place, fruit, acid, tannin and the oak.
