O VINTAGE: The mild summer produced wines showcasing excellent varietal definition
with incredible length and clarity. Winter was typically wet and windy with close to
average rainfall. Chardonnay was the first variety to burst in the last week of August,
followed by Riesling and Cabernet. Rain in April, alongside sunny mild days and cool
nights allowed the reds to develop beautiful ripe skin tannins, flavor and sugar ripeness.
Harvest of the Shiraz began in the final days of March, with the last of the estate fruit
picked on April 18.

O WINEMAKING: Selected Shiraz parcels were individually berry sorted and fermented in
closed and open fermenters after cold soaking, then plunged and pumped over daily.
Following completion of primary fermentation the wine was run to new, one- and
two-year old barrels for malolactic fermentation. The wine underwent malolactic
fermentation in barrels and after six months the various components were blended and
aged in barrels for a further eight months. After final assemblage, the wine was fined and
readied for bottling.

(@) TASTING NOTES: Fragrant and perfumed, violets, lavender, black cardamom and black
pepper surround the nose. The density of black cherries, boysenberries and blueberries is
inherent, with delicate notes of clove, cinnamon, smoke, and petrichor. The palate is
plush and luscious, with buoyant acidity, with dense Satsuma plum, redcurrant and
raspberry flavors. Nuances of mocha and torched orange filter through to long structural
and chalky tannins.
